SCHOOL AFFAIRS

At the last meeting, on March 22nd, 1948, of the School Trust-

eos of Ste. Anne de Bout de 1'Ile Dissantient, (as Baie D'Urfe and Ste,
Marie are called) Mr. Wm. Spriggs was elected by the trustees to member-

ship on the New Central ochool Board. Ste. Anne's, Senneville and

Vaudreuil-Dorion have likewise elected one member each to the new board,
However, as it was deemed advisable to have five members, it was decided

to allow the 5th. member to be chosen by two delegates, one each from

Senneville and Bout de 1'Ile as being the two groups carrying the
heaviest tax loads, Thus your school trustees acting on instructions
from the Department of Education were obliged to appoint a delegate to
meet with Senneville's delegate, Mr. uric Butler and they so appointed

Mrs. F.iW. Case, Chairman of the School Affairs Committee.

On March 31st, therefore, Dean Laird, Mr. Hric Butler and

Mrs. Case met at Macdonald College High School and after considerable
discussion, agreed on Mr. Richard angus of Senneville, Following that

meeting, your delegate sent a letter reporting thereon, to the Chair-
man of the School Trustee, Mr. F. Walkinshaw, with copies to Dean Laird,

Mr. cutler and Mr. Spriggs, a copy of which is herewith appended.

Association would be subject to a $1,000, fine if steps were not taken
to collect tax money spent as admission to the Childrens Movie Club,
However, since the Movie Club was operated on a non-profit basis or in

other words in this case at a loss, necessary forms claiming tax exempt-
ion were made out placing your Association back in the good books of the

Department. Following the meeting a very interesting talk accompanied
by a colour film was presented by Mr. G.R. Snyder of the Can. Industries
Limited.

As your delegate to the meeting with Dean Laird, and
Mr. Bric Butler on March 31st, 19)\8 at the Macdonald College High School,

to elect the fifth member of the New Central School Board, I have certain

facts to report.

l- Mr. Butler stated that as the tax roll of Senneville was

#1,500,000.00 (of which $1,000,000,00 is borne by Upper

Senneville) as compared to $665,000.00 for Bout de 1'Isle

he believed that the extra representation should go to
Senneville for the first term of office.

2- After considering the delegates - Mr. Bartlett Morgan and

Mr. Richard Angus for Senneville and Mrs.P.H. Gray,
Colonel D.H. Allan and Mr. F, Dillingham for Bout de 1'Isle
the delegates agreed on Mr. Richard angus.

3- Your delegate stated her wish to make clear three points:

(a) That there is a real need and place for a woman

member on the new Central school Board.

(b) That Upper Semneville cannot expect continued

representation on the tax score.

(c) That the suggested manner of alternate terms of
representation by Bout de 1'Isle and Senneville
might work against their ultimate benefit - it
would be better to have the best representative

for both, rather than to expect either locality

to take or lose its turn,
