CONCERNING OUR YOUNGER CITIZENS

Now that the strains associated with gardening weather are easing off and

the post-vacation sloth has been dispersed by the recent frost, we can begin to
pelabor our consciences again with items from the "things to be done™ department.

Zoning and town improvement have moved from the planning tothe legislative
stage and therefore have passed into the hands of the town council, The Association,
through its town planning representative, continues to keep in close touch with the
subject but no longer regards it as a major project. Building of the new school has
begun, as result of the leadership and work of a few far-sighted enthusiasts rather
than of any effort of the Association's. Horticulture is being admirably promoted
by the Horticultural Society. Since our function is to originate and develop town
policy, the Association should now take on another project.

One problem which keeps recurring when Citizens begin to talk about the
future of the town is that of providing for the leisure=time activities of the

increasing numbers of teen-age persons in the town, The 10 to 16 age group now
includes about 60 boys and girls. Counting only the families who are already settled
here, this group will have grown to 75 within three years, to 100 in five years and
will have doubled in 7 years. The steady flow of new families into the town will add
considerably to these figures.

Between April 193 and April 196 the Canadian Youth Commission conducted a
nation-wide survey of the leisure-time activities of Canadian youth between the ages
of 15 and 2). The introduction tothe report states¢

"It requires but a cursory study oooo. to show that recreational
opnartunities for the majority of young people in Canada are
limited in number... Recreation along cultural lines is
(especially) limited, and without sufficient experience of
these activities, even the demand tends to be small.
barrenness of social life, particularly in the rural areas but
often enough in large cities, is underlined emphatically in
the young people's replies to our questionSoococce

“Young people are at an age where recreation is sought and
enjoyed with the greatest zest, but chosen with the least
experience. It is, therefore, not enough to multiply
facilities and equipment. Guidance and stimulation aust also
be provided, as the briefs submitted to us from young people
clearly recognize....™
